Helping churches accomplish what 
God has called them to expands our min-
istry around the world through you.  This 
excites us!  We are also excited by the 
recipients of our fees.  Because our sala-
ries are paid by a non-proÞt organization, 
100% of campaign fees that we receive 
support new churches.  Our campaign 
fees have assisted 51 pastors to plant 
churches in the last 4 years.

One such church started on Sep-
tember 11, 2005 Ð Flipside Church in 
Madera, California.  Flipside had a large 
attendance the Þrst Sunday and in fact 
donated all of their Þrst offering to Ka-

trina relief.  In the Þrst year of FlipsideÕs 
existence, they grew to 340 people, began 
a two-service format, and in the last 7 
months have baptized 51 people.  The 

staff  and ministry leaders at 
Flipside are available to 
share their story; what 
theyÕve learned so far, what 
went well, what bombed, 
what they would do differ-
ently and what they 
wouldnÕt change. Pastor 
Karl Roth serves as a 
coach for other church 
planters and has developed 
a training event to prepare 
teams for the planting 

process. He will also be 
teaching the church planting classes at 
Western Seminary.

Flipside has also served other 
churches, teaching outreach and has been 
involved in Mexico missions.  When a 
church does a capital campaign with 
GHC, the fees generated support life 
transformation through evangelism, dis-
cipleship and leadership development.
